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Item 2.01   Completion of Acquisition or Disposition of Assets.
 
      On June 2, 2008, the Company completed the acquisition of the brewery located in
Upper Macungie Township in Lehigh Valley, Pennsylvania (the "Brewery") from Diageo
North America, Inc. ("Diageo"). The Company entered into a Contract of Sale (the
"Contract of Sale") to purchase the land, buildings and equipment comprising the Brewery
from Diageo for a purchase price of $55,000,000, on August 1, 2007. An initial deposit of
$1,000,000 was paid upon the execution of the Contract of Sale and a further deposit of
$9,000,000 was paid in October 2007. The balance of the purchase price was paid at the
closing of the transaction. As provided in the Contract of Sale, the Company extended
offers of employment to substantially all of the current employees at the Brewery. Those
employees became employees of the Company, effective June 2, 2008.
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
